What is the EYFS Profile?

The EYFS profile is sometimes known as the early years profile or EYFSP.
|t summari ses a chil dds attainment
Foundation Stage (EYFS), which is when they finish their reception
year. In September, the child will then move into key stage 1 as they

enter their year 1 class.
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What are the Early Learning Goals?

The EYFS profile summarises a childds attai nmen
goals. There are seventeen early learning goals (ELGS) across all the Areas of
Learning. The early learning goals are the goals or targets that children are
working to achieve by the end of Reception. The goals cover a range of skills
that children will have been learning and practising throughout the Early
Years Foundation Stage. The early learning goals are grouped together into

seven Areas of Learning. There are seventeen early learning goals in total.

How is the Profile Completed?

Towards the end of the summer term, Reception teachers will use their knowledge of what each child knows, understands
and can do in order to decide the outcomes presented in the profile. They will also take into account the views of other
people, including other members of staff and other agencies, such as speech and language therapists. For each of the
seventeen early learning goals, children will be awarded an outcome. This will be either:

Remember, there is no need to worry if your child is given an emerging level for one or more of the goals. Children develop
at different rates and the main purpose of the profile is to provide support for each child at the correct level as they
continue through the school.

It is important to remember that the ELGs are not a test. Staff will use what they already know about a child to make their
decisions.



- Demonstrate understanding of what has been read to them by retelling
stories and narratives using their own words and recently introduced
vocabulary.

Comprehension | Anticipate (where appropriate) key events in stories.

Use and understand recently introduced vocabulary during discussions
about stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems and during role play.

Say a sound for each letter in the alphabet and at least 10 digraphs.

Word Reading Read words consistent with their phonic knowledge by sound-blending.

Read aloud simple sentences and books that are consistent with their
phonic knowledge, including some common exception words.

 Write recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed.

+ Listen attentively and respond to what they hear with relevant questions,

comments and actions when being read to and during whole class
discussions and small group interactions.

* Make comments about what they have heard and ask questions to

clarify their understanding.

* Hold conversation when engaged in back-and-forth exchanges with

their teacher and peers.

Speaking

+ Participate in small group, class and one-to-one discussions, offering

their own ideas, using recently introduced vocabulary.

+ Offer explanations for why things might happen, making use of recently

introduced vocabulary from stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems
when appropriate.

Express their ideas and feelings about their experiences using full
sentences, including use of past, present and future tenses and making
use of conjunctions, with modelling and support from their teacher.




+ Show an understanding of their own feelings and those of others, and
begin to regulate their behaviour accordingly.

Self- + Set and work towards simple goals, being able to wait for what they

* Give focused attention to what the teacher says, responding
appropriately even when engaged in activity, and show an ability to
follow instructions involving several ideas or actions.

* Be confident to try new activities and show independence, resilience
and perseverance in the face of challenge.

+ Explain the reasons for rules, know right from wrong and try to behave
Managing Self accordingly.

* Manage their own basic hygiene and personal needs, including
dressing, going to the toilet and understanding the importance of
healthy food choices.

* Work and play cooperatively and take turns with others.

Relationships * Form positive attachments to adults and friendships with peers.

Negotiate space and obstacles safely, with consideration for
themselves and others.

Demonstrate strength, balance and coordination when playing.

Move energetically, such as running, jumping, dancing, hopping,
skipping and climbing.

Hold a pencil effectively in preparation for fluent writing — using the
tripod grip in almost all cases.

Use a range of small tools, including scissors, paintbrushes and cutlery.

Begin to show accuracy and care when drawing.
